The journal
offers a conduit for the publication of articles in any of these branches of financial
mathematics. It also provides a common platform for scholars interested in the
mathematical theory of finance as well as practitioners interested in rigorous
treatments of the scientific computational issues related to implementation.

On the theoretical side, the journal seeks papers with demonstrable
mathematical developments motivated by models of modern finance. On the
computational side, it publishes works introducing new methods and algorithms
representing significant (as opposed to incremental) improvements on the
existing state of affairs of modern numerical implementations of applied financial
mathematics.

In addition to full-length research articles, the journal publishes a section
dedicated to short communications. Authors are asked to limit these
submissions to 10 pages, and fast decisions are expected.
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
